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Arrival/Departure     
· Parents and designees, please stay in your cars and wait in line to drop off or pick up children

· Cars stay in a single file line and do not pass

· Parents and teachers will not have time to have conversations in order to value everyone’s time and keep traffic moving

· Do not park on the road (no parking zone) and walk in the natural area 
· Students will stand by grade levels for parent pick up in the afternoon

· Follow the yellow arrows when entering the parking lot

· Follow the white arrows when leaving the parking lot

· Please be patient 

· If you need to enter the building, please park in the parking lot and come into the building in the Office area.  
All students may enter the building at 7:30 a.m.  There will be no supervision or entry to the school prior to 7:30 a.m. Bus riders and day care riders are dismissed at 2:25. Car riders are dismissed at 2:30. ALL STUDENTS MUST BE PICKED UP BY 2:45.  

In order to change your child’s routine for getting home, a student must have a written note from a parent or legal guardian if his/her means of transportation changes. The signed and dated note must be received no later than 11:30 by the teacher or staff member.  Students will not be permitted to be car riders or go home with another student without written permission from a parent or legal guardian. Please be sure your child knows how he/she will be going home each day.  We will not accept phone calls and email messages.  This policy is for the safety of your child.  

If an emergency (an unexpected situation in which immediate action is necessary to prevent a bad situation from becoming worse) arises, you must speak with Mr. Saunders or Mrs. Ficquette for “next steps.”  

Attendance     Good student attendance is important if the child is to be successful in school.  Students should be on time and should remain at school until dismissal.  If a student must be absent, he/she must bring a note on the first day he/she returns to school.  This note must include the date(s) of the absence(s), the reason for the absence, and the signature of the parent or guardian.  Excused absences include illness or injury, quarantine, death in the immediate family, medical or dental appointments, court proceedings, religious observances (prior approval by the principal), or educational opportunities (prior approval by the principal).  There are forms available in the office.  Family trips are not excused absences unless approved by the principal.  Once a child has accumulated 15 absences, a doctor’s note will be required to excuse further absences.
AlertNow     AlertNow is an automated communication system used to provide another layer of communication between school and home. Please take a minute or two to listen to these incoming phone messages from the school and/or school district when they occur.

Change in Information    
Please notify the Office staff and your child’s teacher if you change addresses, change your telephone number, and/or change job locations during the year.  This information must be current in order for the school to communicate illnesses, injuries, and medical situations.  In addition, your telephone number is needed to share our AlertNow messages with you.
Child Custody     If there are special requests regarding custody, please make these requests known directly to the teacher and principal in writing.  It is the responsibility of the custodial parent or legal guardian to notify the school of a child’s change of custody.  Copies of legal papers attesting to the change must be on file in the office.  Please contact Mrs. Ficquette if you have questions or concerns at 625-4163.
Continuous Improvement Plan     Each school is required by state law to develop a Continuous Improvement Plan (CIP).  At Teachey, we strive for continuous improvement and set goals based upon our data.  The plan for the current year is available on our web page (www.asheboro.k12.nc.us/teachey), plus a hard copy is located in the school’s Media Center.  The School Leadership Team, consisting of staff and parent representatives, oversees the improvement process.  

Curriculum     At Guy B. Teachey Elementary School, we follow the North Carolina Standard Course of Study.  In addition to this standard curriculum, we have specialists for art, music, media, technology, and physical education.  Resource services are available for identified exceptional children, academically gifted children, and limited English proficient children.  Information concerning Guy B. Teachey Elementary School is available at www.asheboro.k12.nc.us/teachey.  Information, including the North Carolina Standard Course of Study (NCSCOS), is available at

Dismissal     If a student needs to leave before the usual end of the school day, the adult responsible for taking the child must come into the office and sign for the child’s release.  Only those adults listed on a student’s emergency card will be allowed to sign a student out during the school day.  The office staff will call the child to meet the parent.  This procedure exists to protect your child.  A teacher cannot release a child to anyone without the approval of an office staff member.  To be counted present, students must be in attendance half a day (until 11:10). Please see the Arrival/Departure section above for other important policies regarding departures. 
Dress Code     We respect the right of the student to choose his/her dress style and appearance.  Certain guidelines need to be observed in order to create a wholesome school environment.  Student dress and appearance shall not be hazardous to the health or safety of anyone in the school community; nor shall it have a negative effect on or be disruptive to the educational process.  *Please review the attached document or read at the ACS website (http://www.asheboro.k12.nc.us/parents.aspx).
Electronic Devices     In order to keep the school environment focused on student learning, we ask that students do not bring electronic devices (Game Boys, I Pods, DVD players, etc.) and cell phones to school.

If any electronic device is disrupting the instructional environment, it will be taken to the office and the parent or guardian will be notified by phone.  The parent or guardian must pick up the device in person.

Enrollment     An information sheet entitled Helpful Guidelines for Enrollment can be obtained in the Teachey main office.
EOGs     End-of-Grade tests, or EOGs, are state standardized tests administered to third, fourth, and fifth grade students in May.  The tests provide information on students’ progress in meeting the North Carolina Standard Course of Study (NCSCOS) target goals and objectives. 
Food in the Classroom     In order to keep our students healthy and safe, we ask your help in following these guidelines.  Any meal to be served to students in the school should be prepared by a permitted food establishment (school cafeteria or establishment permitted by the Health Department).   Birthday and holiday celebration snacks (cupcakes, cookies, etc.) should be prepackaged or produced by a commercial company.  Foods cannot be homemade.  Snacks from a bakery are permissible if the seal from the bakery on the package has not been broken.

Gifts     Flowers, balloons, etc. that are delivered to school to be given to students will be kept in the office and given to the child after 2:20 p.m. to reduce classroom disruptions and distractions.  Due to safety concerns, these gifts may not be taken on the bus. 

Health     Please notify your child’s teacher of any communicable disease your child has at the earliest possible date.  Children should not return to school after an illness until they are well enough to participate in his/her learning environment.  Depending upon the seriousness, sickness or injury may be handled at school, or we may call the parent or guardian to pick up the child.  If we call you to pick up your child, it is necessary that you do so.  If the parents are not available, then the person designated to be called in an emergency, per the Emergency Card, will be contacted. Students may only be given medication at school by school personnel when the appropriate form is filled out by a doctor and medication is contained in the original prescription bottle.  Please contact the school nurse at 625-4163 if you have further questions.

Children cannot return to school until being 24 hours free of fever and/or diarrhea.  Children with a fever of 100(F or higher will be required to go home. 
Internet Policy     Student Internet use is considered part of an overall plan for a student’s well-rounded education.  As such, it will be treated as any other resource within the school and its use will follow all school discipline policies.  A parent who does not wish his/her child to have access to the Internet must sign the Internet Use Denial Form.  The student must also sign this form.  The form is filed in the office and applies to the current school year only.  
NCLB     No Child Left Behind is federal legislation that requires our school to meet the NCLB standards in order to meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP).  Our End-of-Grade Tests (EOGs) administered to third, fourth, and fifth grade students are used to measure our school’s performance in meeting AYP. 

Parent & Guardian Involvement     Parents, we ask the following regarding student behavior:

· Help your child stay aware of school behavior expectations by reviewing the rules with them throughout the year.

· Support the behavior expectations by being positive and by responding to phone calls and notes about your child’s behavior.

· Congratulate students who receive positive discipline rewards and recognition.

· Talk with your child about his/her behavior on a regular basis.

· Alert the school if you notice unusual differences in your child’s behavior patterns or if the child makes you aware of potential behavior problems at school.

· Expect good behavior from your child and reinforce good behavior at home.

· When you are notified about your child’s misbehavior, feel free to contact the teacher/school to make sure you understand what happened.

· Discuss the misbehavior with your child and follow through with appropriate consequences at home.

· Attend conferences as requested.
We encourage parents, guardians, and community members to become a vital part of our school program through participation in the Parent Teacher Organization (PTO), school volunteer program (Teachey Teammates), chaperoning field trips, or other school-related activities.  Student achievement improves when parents and guardians are involved in our school.
